	Highway Marseille-Valence-Grenoble, exit La Beaume d'Hostun, direction Villard-de-Lans or Grenoble, exit Veurey, direction Sassenage, Autrans.
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	From Grenoble to Sassenage, that is about 8 km, please take the N532. Then, from Sassenage to the crossroad indicating the directions of Lans-en-Vercors and Autrans, follow the D531. 

Then, up to Autrans, take the D106. There is about 25 km between Sassenage and Autrans.

It takes usually no more than 45 minutes but be careful as these roads are cold and maybe slippery!
