The 
successful candidate will help to better understand the molecular 
mechanisms underlying glycosaminoglycan biosynthesis. Our 
approach combines in vitro biochemical assays with structural 
biology techniques, particularly single-particle cryo-electron 
microscopy, and in cellulo studies, to unravel the reaction 
mechanisms of these enzymes and their assembly into 
macromolecular complexes. 

We are looking for a highly motivated, team-oriented individual with a 
PhD in structural biology or protein biochemistry, and a minimum of 2 
years of postdoctoral research experience. Proficiency in cryo-EM 
sample preparation, data collection, and processing is essential. The 
candidate is expected to have excellent written and oral 
communication skills in English.
